Descriptions of Events

RETREATS are spiritual opportunities for growth in personal holiness, where the individual enters into a quiet
dialogue in prayer with God. A retreat may be as short as a day or two, but can be a week or even longer. The
type of retreat, (e.g. directed retreat, private retreat, group preached retreat), determines the specific format
of the experience.

WORKSHOPS address a specific issue as presented through lectures of a featured speaker or group of
speakers. Most often, there is an opportunity for group discussion and individual or group activity in “break
out” sessions. Most of the workshops at the Spiritual Life Center are daylong events.

SERIES offerings typically take place on a specific evening of the week. The series may be as few as two
evenings, but may last as long as six sessions, depending upon the topic being studied. Unlike retreats, where
the primary focus is upon spiritual formation of the individual person, a series focuses more upon the
educational element of a particular topic of faith.

DAYS /7 EVENINGS OF REFLECTION allow the individual to spend quiet time with the Lord at the Spiritual
Life Center. A retreat director leads the group through conferences, individual and communal prayer, often
with the opportunity provided for the celebration of the Mass and the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

SPECIAL EVENTS are those offerings throughout the year that do not fall under any of the other categories

encounter.” Pope John Paul Il in his letter to Luigi
Giussani on the 20th Anniversary of the Movement
of Communion and Liberation

Caring for the dying and those nearing the end of
life requires, more than anything else, our presence
- that we be attentive, receptive and responsive to
those in need. As family members, friends,
physicians, health care professionals and others
involved, the most important thing we can give to
the dying person is our love and friendship.

All too commonly there is the impulse to “explain
away” or reduce the situation to “lofty ideas”. This
does not meet the needs of the person and their
family now. Or we may hope we can “remove” the
problem by making and rationalizing the right
“ethical choices”. This does not address the desires,
the hearts of the person and family members. Many
of the key issues and concerns in end of life care
today reflect this tendency to reduce the drama of
caring for the dying to a ‘spiritualism’ of ideas and
explanations or to a ‘moralism’ of acts, doctrines
and choices.

This special evening is an opportunity to explore
some of the issues surrounding the end of life and
how we are to respond. There is much beauty and
wisdom in the teachings of Mother Church. This is
an opportunity to become better informed and
prepared so as to not be pressured into decisions
made under the duress and emotion of a medical
crisis.

We are joined by Gerard Brungardt, MD, Bel,
Medical Director for Harry Hynes Hospice of Wichita.
Dr. Brungardt recently earned his masters degree in
bioethics from the Regina Apostolorum in Rome and
offers his perspectives rooted in the Magisterium.

Among the topics to be explored:

e Advance Directives--an attempt to decide the acts
and choices now for situations that will arise in the
future. This covers the basics of decision-making
including a look at terms like “"Do Not

Resuscitate” (DNR), “Durable Power of Attorney for
Health Care,” “health Care Proxy,” and more.

e The notion that we all die a natural death is
overshadowed by a Therapeutic Obstinacy that
entraps the person and family in a ‘prison of
technical mercy’ (Berry). Put another way, there is
a point at which medical treatments to prolong a life
are not good—and even abusive if they do not serve
the good of the patient. What is “ordinary”
treatment vs. “extraordinary,” or what is obligatory
treatment in contrast to that which is optional.

e The provision of Medically Assisted Nutrition and
Hydration (this may involve providing food and/or
water by a tube) is often treated as if it is an “on-
off” choice, i.e. that one either gets the full
allotment of food and water that an active healthy
adult would get or else one receives nothing at all in
the way of food and water.
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We will explore these and address any questions or
concerns you have. This is an ideal program for the
elderly, middle-aged daughters and/or sons who
may soon face these questions regarding their aging
parents, healthcare professionals, Consecrated
Religious and clergy.
